A Message from the Principal and School Council President

The Parent Payment Policy provides guidelines to ensure that parent payment practices in schools are consistent,
transparent and that all children have access to the standard curriculum. Each school determines whether an
item, activity or service is an Essential Student Learning Item or an Optional Item within the context of their
distinct learning and teaching program. The CSPS Finance sub-committee of School Council ensures
communication of the rationale for the classification of items, activities or services, requested and charged, is in
accordance with the Department of Education (DET) guidelines.

The School Fees cover all Essential Student Learning Items your child needs at school for the entire year.

ESSENTIAL STUDENT LEARNING ITEMS

Individual student items are bought in bulk* and handed to students during the first week of school once
payment has been finalised. The teacher manages the distribution of items. Should parents wish to purchase
these items independently, refer to the Booklist on the school website.

Please note that teachers are very appreciative of the same items being purchased and used by all students to
ensure teaching implementation is smooth. If families are intending to purchase independently, please ensure
you have ticked the appropriate box on the next page.

Note: All items purchased independently will include GST, whilst items purchased directly through the school will be
excluding GST.

Shared classroom items include bulk paper, paint, photocopying (and respective costs) and other materials
such as consumables for Art and STEAM projects.

Activities associated with instruction are those where all students are expected to attend.

What is not covered?

All excursions and in-school activities are organised with the Principal and are associated to the standard
curriculum, offered to all students to enhance learning. This includes, but not limited to camps, swimming, field
trips, in-school activities, divisional sports.

* To ensure value for money, multiple quotes from reputable companies are obtained per Finance Sub Committee
and School Council documentation.

OPTIONAL ITEMS

These are items that are provided in addition to the standard curriculum program eg. music tuition (uLearn),
Year 6 Graduation, divisional sport etc. Such events are on a user pay basis.

Notices for activities will be sent home in due course throughout the year.

Can I make a voluntary contribution?
Yes, this contribution goes towards addressing minor/major projects (not covered by DET) to ensure our school

community is of the highest standard. This compliments monies raised through fundraising events.

When/how do I pay the school fees?
1. 1stpart-payment or full payment is due Friday, 7 December, 2018.

2. Payment Plan is due Friday, 7 December, 2018.
3. Final payment is due Tuesday, 29 January, 2019.
Please use the PAYMENT SLIP attached.

Students will ONLY receive their stationary items once full payment has been made or a Payment Plan arranged.
Should you require a Payment Plan, please contact the Office by Friday, 7 December 2018.

If no payment has been received by the due dates, only minimal stationary supplies will be provided to commence the
year until full payment or a Payment Plan has been undertaken with the school office.
